Oily Stains 
Grab a bottle of Jif cream 
cleanser at the supermarket,   
pour cap full into ¼ bucket 
of water and use a damp dish 

cloth to wipe over the stains 
and remove,  for stubborn 
stains apply Jif directly onto 
your cloth and wipe the stains 
off.

Having a newly painted room 
or wall is an exciting change 
for a home,  yet it is not 
without its potential hazards. 
The proper respect for the 
task mixed with common 
sense and a few safety 
guidelines will ensure your 
experience goes without 
mishap. 

 

1.  Ventilate the area to be 
painted,  opening all 
doors and windows.  
Do not let a freshly 
painted room be 

occupied, particularly 
not by older people, 
children,  or pets. 

 

2.  Wear a respirator if the 
area being painted can- 
not be adequately venti- 
lated,  and stay in the 
room for short periods 
only. 

 

3.  If you have purchased 
the paint yourself,  do 
not store it near any 
heat source such as a 
water heater or fire- 
place,  and avoid smok- 

ing in a freshly painted 
room. 

 

4.  If you store paints in 
your home,  make it 
hard to reach.  If at all 
possible,  the paint 
should be on a high 
cabinet or locked away. 
You don’t want children 
to have easy access to it, 
especially since paint has 
a tendency to be pretty 
colors and look like the 
finger paints children use 
all the time.

Quite a few little-known 
techniques go into proper 
painting. In fact,  mastering 
these techniques is how we 
make our living.  You,  too, 
can paint faster without 
sacrificing quality by using 
the two tips outlined here. 
They’ll save you time and 
leave you with a professional 

-looking finish. 
 

Strain the Paint. Even if 
you open your paint right 
after bringing it home from 
the paint store,  you can still 
have small chunks or strands 
of hard paint in it.  If those 
end up on the wall,  you'll 
have to pick them out and 
reroll the area.  So spend two 

minutes straining out the 
goobers. 
 

Cover paint to keep it 
fresh. Paint dries fast,  even 
paint in your roller tray.  If 
you need to take a break for 
more than 10 minutes,  place 
a lid on your paint bucket 
and a damp cloth over your 
paint container.
